Solid colored leotard, any color footed tight, dance shorts/capris/skirt are permitted, black flat tap shoe with buckle for beg, adv 
beg and tap  
level III, black lace up jazz/tap shoe for tap level IV and up. 
 
Lyrical and Contemporary 
Solid colored leotard, any color footless tight, dance shorts/capris/skirts are permitted, Capezio foot undies or bare 
feet.  Shoulders, upper  
back, thighs and knees should be covered floor work.. 
 
Hip Hop
